SCHOLARSHIP PURPOSE:
The purpose of this scholarship is to award a deserving young lady from the Mt. Juliet area so
they can further their education.

AWARD:

A scholarship in the range between $500-$1000 will be awarded to a female high school senior
from Mt. Juliet High School, Wilson Central High School, and Green Hill High School. This
scholarship is funded solely by donations from the members of the Leading Women group.
Scholarship funds will be paid directly to your chosen school and will be designated as “non-
tuition” so that it may be used for books, parking pass, meal pass, etc.

REQUIREMENTS:
Recipient must be a female graduating senior from one of the schools listed above and must
submit an essay based on the topic listed below.

SUBMISSION DEADLINE:
Completed application with all enclosures must be submitted by April 7, 2023. Incomplete
applications or applications received after the submission deadline will not be considered.

ENCLOSURES REQUIRED WITH COMPLETED APPLICATION:

1. Essay (500 words or less) Please explain how your experience volunteering and
participating in community service has shaped your perspective on humanity. Elaborate
on how these experiences have influenced your future ambitions and career choice.
Letter of acceptance from your chosen college or technical school

A letter of recommendation from a teacher, counselor, or coach.

Describe how you have demonstrated leadership ability both in and out of school.
Copy of high school transcripts.
